1. Maria is a freshman who is an English Learner. She has a learning disability and receives Resource Specialist support. No one in her family has attended college. She is very polite and works hard but is easy to miss in class because she sits in back and remains quiet. She is currently in all general education classes but is barely passing. Her CST scores have been in the Far Below Basic range. She does not know what kind of work she wants to do when she graduates. When questioned about her dreams for her future, she says she just wants to get married and have a family. 

2. Javon is a junior with learning disabilities and speech and language impairment. He is in a special day class for all core classes. His CST scores are in the Far Below Basic to Below Basic range. His psycho educational evaluation indicates an average IQ of 82. He is very social and liked by peers and adults although he can be non compliant at times. He reads at a 3rd grade level and can perform the four basic mathematics operations. His attendance is poor and his family rarely attends school or IEP meetings. He enjoys working with his hands, listening to music and hanging out with friends. He wants to be a Rap singer when he leaves school.

3. Brandon is a sophomore with an emotional disability. He currently receives Resource Specialist support and Mental Health counseling but his IEP Team plans to recommend a special day class since he has been suspended on numerous occasions for disruptions, profanity and non compliance. He is often sullen and angry but can be very witty at times. He is failing all of his classes although he has the aptitude to complete grade-level work. When he applied himself during the last STAR examination he scored in the Proficient to Advanced range. He wants to work in the entertainment industry when he graduates but is not sure of he will graduate. 


4. Justin is a junior with attention deficient hyperactive disorder and qualified for special education under other health impaired. He receives Resource Specialist support. He is very personable and well liked by peers and adults. He plays on the football team so he is motivated to keep his grades from failing. His family are all professionals and expect him to attend college but his psycho educational evaluation indicate an average IQ of 85 and his CST scores have hovered between Below Basic and Far Below Basic through most of his education. He wants to play professional football someday.

5. Melissa is a junior with mild mental retardation. She is in a special day class with mainstreaming for PE and art. She is outgoing and social and loves animals. She has fair fine and gross motor development and enjoys jogging with friends. She can complete three step tasks with verbal prompts and can read 50 basic sight words. She wants a job working with animals or possibly children. She is a Regional Center client. 


6. Jason is a senior with orthopedic impairments whose mobility is with a wheel chair. His IQ is in the average range and his CST scores are in the Proficient range. He attends all general education classes and is liked by his peers. He is social yet has few friends beyond the school setting. He plays video games at home for recreation. He plans to attend college but is not sure which one. He does not have a career goal yet but his parents want him to pursue accounting.
