Exit at Foothill Blvd. and travel west to Spruce.  Turn left on Spruce – moving to the right lane.  Spruce curves right and becomes Red Oak.  Stay in the right lane and turn right into the driveway with the concrete monument sign “Laurel/Aspen complex”.  The West End SELPA is on the left and the only building in the complex with a flagpole.  

From the 10 Freeway East or West:

Exit Haven Avenue and head north, turn right on Arrow Route and move to the left lane.  Turn left on Red Oak and stay in the left lane. After passing Civic Center Dr. Red Oak will curve.  Turn left into the driveway with the concrete monument sign “Laurel/Aspen complex”.  The West End SELPA is on the left and the only building in the complex with a flagpole.
