Q & A



Q:	Process: Who makes final decision about eligibility?

A:	Mental Health makes the final decision about eligibility unless the LEA disagrees. If 	the LEA disagrees, dispute resolution is sought. 


Q:	What if a ADMHS mental health staff members feels a student is in need of special 	education; however, they have previously been assessed and found to be ineligible?

A. 	Any person with a relevant educational interest in a student may recommend that a student be assessed for special education or re-assessed.  The parent would need to provide consent for the assessment and a district has a right to decline the assessment if they do not feel it is appropriate.  It is recommended by SELPA that AB 3632 Mental Health therapists share concerns of this nature with the case manager of the student or special education administrator.


Q:	How should services be handled for a student who has no paperwork, is AB 3632 	eligible, and is coming into one county from another?

A:	The student’s case worker should contact Mental Health in the new county and notify 	the new case worker of the services the student had been receiving. Services should 	continue until the student is re-evaluated by Mental Health.


Q:	What is the assessment process for AB 3632 eligibility?

A:	The complete process can be found in the referral packet. The IEP team or parent may		make a referral for consideration of AB 3632 services for a student. The process takes 	about 50 days to complete from the time the permission to assess if signed by the 	parent. The IEP case manager and/or school psychologist will be contacted to schedule 	an IEP or will be notified if the referral is denied and why.  Mental Health will provide 	a letter and brief assessment report.
	

Q:	What mental health services are covered on the AB 3632 Plan?

A:	Various services such as individual or group therapy, medication management, “wrap 	around” etc., will be 	provided if Mental Health (ADMHS) feels they are needed to 	assist the student be academically successful.


Q:	Who has final say for NPS placement?

A:	Mental Health. If the LEA does not agree, dispute resolution should be sought.  


Q:	Who pays for the medication?

A:	AB3632 IDEA funding may be utilized for medication management, but cannot be 	used to pay for medication.


Q:	What is the profile of an appropriate student referral for AB 3632 Mental Health services?

A:	A student identified with an IEP whose mental health is impeding his or her learning 	in school.  For example, the student is demonstrating mental health related symptoms 	such as anxiety, depression, withdrawal, poor peer relationships and it is negatively 	impacting their educational performance. Refer to the Mental Health referral 	checklist. 

Q:	What happens to services for students in juvenile hall who are AB 3632 eligible?

[bookmark: _GoBack]E 	Incarcerated students will continue to receive mental health services.  These services 	may be provided via Mental Health providers associated with the juvenile justice 	system.	 An IEP to evaluate mental health service needs will be called for long term 	incarcerations.  
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
